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INTERPRETIVE SHOWCASE EVENT

Each site will offer Basic Elements/Compulsory Events and Basic Program Free Skating Events (with music) in which
series points will be accumulated throughout the season. In addition, each site will be offering an Interpretive Showcase
event that is not eligible for series points but will be recognized with awards at each individual competition.

The Interpretive Showcase rules are as follows:

Skaters will hear the music twice on ice; once during warm-up; and
once more prior to their individual skating time.

Skaters will skate their program demonstrating their ability to interpret
the character of the music by combining footwork, jumps, and spins.
Skating movements should interpret the feeling of the music.

Judging will emphasize composition and style rather than technical
ability. The full sheet of ice will be used, and music selections will be
1:00-1:30 minutes in length.

Divisions will be made according to the number of entrants, ages, and
test levels.

No Coaching is allowing during the Interpretive Showcase Events.
